 The media covers such problems as alcohol, drugs, fights, and killings regularly. 
Some teenagers die from guns or commit suicide.)

T: How do you think what makes young people do these things

(In my opinion, young people have even more problems than adults. Most of them want to enjoy life, be independent and be taken seriously.

Teenagers often want to express their individuality or earn money but they don’t know how to do it. Some of them start to rebel against the society and reject everything. It causes violence and cruelty. When they are punished, they become violent.

Personally, I think many young people begin using drugs and alcohol because they get depressed and upset when they can’t solve their problems.)
